All research articles published in M&F have undergone rigorous peer review, based on the initial
screening of editors and anonymous refereeing.

The journal aims to be a focal point for academics, practitioners, graduate and undergraduate
students, fellows, and associates pursuing research worldwide.

M&F publishes original articles, case studies, empirical research, and reviews. Occasionally special
issues dedicated to important topics in art and music will be published. Contributions may be
written in Italian, English, French, German, and Spanish. If the author does not use their mother
tongue, the contribution must be revised by a native speaker before being submitted to the journal.
